Now is the time to display your artwork.  Whether you are an adult or a child, a beginner or a professional, we invite you to bring one example of your nature art for us to display at the Museum.  Artwork may be watercolor landscapes, photographs of plants, stained glass, weavings, sculpture, pottery, or jewelry; they must relate to nature and, because of space limitations, cannot be too large.  

Paintings, photographs, and the like must be framed and ready to hang.  Other objects must be able to be displayed in a small exhibit case.  All items must have your name, address, phone number, and email address on the back. If you have any questions about the exhibit or a work you would like to enter, please call the Museum.  We will ask you to complete and submit an entry form describing the work, its materials, and its inspiration from nature.  The Museum reserves the right to refuse to exhibit any display that is inappropriate, dangerous, or too difficult – because of its size or structure – to display safely and attractively.

Please bring your work to the Museum by the weekend of February 20-21. The exhibit will open on February 27, with all admission charges waived that day to allow the public and your friends and associates to view your work and that of the other exhibitors.  The show will close on April 23.
